4. MINUTES OF PREVIOUS MEETINGS:

5. BUSINESS ARISING :
· Food Safety standards update – TS summarises recent contact with Adelaide Hills Council – some minor corrections to website article, but clear that all HBA clubs are Category I businesses, and will be bound by the new standards as of 8.12.23.  Clubs to make own enquiries re courses etc.
· Programming update (Bowls SA) – some communications with Bowls SA about scheduling of matches around the National Seniors comp in early October, but easiest option likely to be to defer start of pennants to 14.10.23 to avoid problems.  BSA events in late December have been rescheduled – freeing up the weekend of Saturday 16.12.23.

8. GENERAL BUSINESS:
1.  Motions from Meadows and Lenswood BC:
· All Saturday, Wednesday Division II, and Thursday ladies’ pennants be 21 ends of fours.
Query from the floor as to why the motion did not refer to Wednesday Division I comp – this was dealt with at the AGM, in the absence of any other motion, Wednesday Division I reverted to three rinks of four players x 21 ends (match rule 1.2).  Therefore the effect of the motion is that all pennants be 21 ends of fours (with two end roll up).  TS raises notion of even number of ends to avoid carrying bowls back – but general consensus seemed to support 21 ends.  Therefore voted on Meadows motion, seconded Lenswood – 7 clubs in favour, carried.

2. Events Calendar being prepared, but cannot be finalised until we know the situation with President’s Cup and general pennant programming – as these may alter the Champ of Champ allocation. Pennants will likely start no earlier than Thursday 12.10.23 due to players involved in National Over 60s team events, and all matches and finals will conclude no later than the weekend of 23rd and 24th March 2024.
3. Final team nominations for Wednesday, Thursday and Saturday pennants to be made at the August delegates meeting.  NO CHANGES AFTER THAT DATE.  However, HBA keen to have an intimation from clubs as to anticipated team nominations.

TS and Dora explained that whilst these are only intimations – it gives us an idea of how the programming will look.  May need to shift a side between Saturday II and III to avoid bye, and may need to bring teams up from Div II on Wednesday to even up the numbers.
4. Pennant draw and allocation of all Champ of Champ and HBA events to be determined by Executive Committee prior to commencement of season per rule 1.1 of Pennant and Match Rules.
5. Expressions of interest – still need expressions of interest for men’s and women’s selectors (although Dora has spoken with a number of people who have expressed interest), Talunga Shield (Val Deeble and Kevin Schulz continuing), and pennant reporters for Saturday II and III.
6. Any other Business :
· Mt. Barker query whether there will be any review of the heat rules – some clubs expressed interest in a rule that saw us start regardless of temperature, and stop play once temp reaches 38C – but up to clubs to bring a motion.  Adrian and Val raise issue with temp given older demographic of bowlers, and conditions more harsh on an artificial green – again, up to clubs if they want to bring a motion.

· Discussion re cost of engraving – may be able to use the services of Harry Fels from Oakbank club.

· TS raises general discussion re price of beer and wine at clubs.  Most have charged $5 for some time, but that is considerably cheaper than pubs, and not reflecting increase in purchase price over recent years – but clubs don’t want to be the first one to put up prices.  Some clubs have gone up to $5.50 and some $6.00 – so likely that there will be some price increases this season generally.
