8. GENERAL BUSINESS:

· Report on Ladies Patron’s Day 12.10.23 (full report on HBA website).  TS awaiting report from Helen Lindner re Lorna Rowley Shield 14.11.23 – but Val Deeble advises that the event was comfortably won by Region 7 (who have won 21 of the last 22 meetings) so discussions likely to occur about reducing the numbers in an attempt to even up the matches.

· Harrison Shield – event is to be hosted by Mt. Barker (not held last season due to inability to schedule a date) – scheduled for Sunday 10.12.23 (that is only a back- up day for State Fours- so shouldn’t impact on the event). 
· Nominations for President’s Cup closed – event commenced Friday 17.11.23 – details have been published on the website.

· Nominations for Schroeder Shield and Nolan Walker Shield close 3.12.23 – currently have about 29 nominations for the 32 positions.
· Champ of Champ events – venue determined for each event and a program book insert sent to each club.  The Executive Committee will do the draw for each event shortly, and publish it on the website.
· State Singles to be hosted by HBA on Sunday 25.2.24 – men at Lobethal and women at Meadows.
· Conditions of play for club championships – Bowls SA did not provide Tournament Books this season.  Information doesn’t appear on the BSA website – therefore we will continue as per last season:

9. ANY OTHER BUSINESS:
· Correspondence from Hahndorf about various rules – including possession of the rink, and dumping bowls – article placed on website.  Some general discussion about use of bowling arms – conditions dictated by current Bowls Australia policy.
· Query regarding use of lights/blinds at Mt. Barker Club.  President Leon Rodda speaks to the issue, no directive from HBA, remains at the absolute discretion of the club as to whether lights are put on or blinds pulled down.
· Resignation of Mike Guerin from HBA Executive Committee – leaves two positions vacant – general member and assistant secretary – both to be dealt with as casual vacancies per section 5.4 of Constitution, and may be filled at the discretion of the Executive Committee. Expressions of interest sought.

· Hahndorf – raise concern with amount of time being taken by players at the half way break, not to exceed 15 minutes as per HBA rules, clubs should remind their members about this.

· Gumeracha – bowling arm issue raised, why can arm bowlers elect to use a bigger bowl that they previously used – beyond our control – subject to Bowls Australia policy.

· Oakbank – raise issue with various clubs not adhering to Bowls Australia anti smoking policy – clubs reminded to follow the rules.

· Mt. Barker – currently dealing with a dispute regarding a social bowler who uses a wheelchair – upset that other clubs are commenting on the issue, on top of negative media coverage – the club are working closely with the bowler concerned to ensure that his equipment is fully compliant, and that he will be given every opportunity to enjoy bowls.

· Lobethal – raise issue with premiership ladders – HBA confirm that per rule 4 (old rules) that ladder based on points, then shot difference, then percentage – number of wins not relevant.  This was all amended some years ago to fit in with the Bowlslink scoring system.

· Lobethal – raise issue with designated weather station – Bowls SA altered this in 2022 without advising us or conferring with us, seven clubs now allocated to Mt. Lofty (which is notoriously cooler) – no exemption in force – if any club think that our temperature cut off should be reduced then it is up to the clubs to bring a motion – this has been reinforced to the clubs at all meetings since the AGM.

· Uraidla – Saturday Division III side being withdrawn from the competition.  Not a simple fix, HBA Executive will look at the issue over the next few days, but may need to redraw that competition.

· Delegates – Monday  18th  March 2024 at 7.30pm at Lenswood BC – however as the season is almost over then, and given that we have no meetings in January or February, may want to bring the meeting forward to the Monday 4th March 2024 to immediately precede finals.
