Moved Tony Mik, and seconded Trevor Norman, that all three reports be accepted, carried.

Annual financial report prepared by Treasurer Adrian and distributed to clubs, TS speaks to the report in the absence of Adrian, no significant variations on previous year.
Moved TS, seconded Scott Dienelt, that the report be accepted, carried.

9.  NOTICES OF MOTION:
Oakbank delegates advised the meeting that they had not yet had their club AGM, so that in the absence of formal instructions from their club about the motions, they would abstain from voting in each instance.

Note:  section 21.3 of HBA Constitution requires “majority support of all persons present and entitled to vote” to be carried ie requires 5 out of 9 clubs to support the motion.

i. Lobethal – hot weather rule.

Moved Lobethal, seconded Hahndorf – four clubs in favour (not carried).
ii. Lobethal – Wednesday Division I format return to three rinks of four players. TS explains that this is the default position as per Match Rule 1.2 – and unless another club brings a motion with respect to the format, then there will be no need to vote on the motion.  Five of the nine clubs indicated that they would support returning to fours, and would not be putting forward a motion – therefore no need to vote, and Wednesday I format returns to three rink fours.
iii. Executive Committee – transfer of players in last four matches.

Moved HBA Exec, seconded Lobethal – 8 clubs in favour, carried.

iv. Executive Committee – dropping players back during byes.

Moved HBA Exec, seconded Lenswood – 7 clubs in favour, carried.
v. Executive Committee – finals eligibility.

Moved HBA Exec, seconded Mt. Barker – 8 clubs in favour, carried.
vi. Executive Committee – registration of players.

Moved HBA Exec, seconded Uraidla – 8 clubs in favour, carried.
10.  ELECTION OF EXECUTIVE OFFICERS
i. President: one nomination only – Dora Fuda – elected unopposed per section 11.4 Constitution.
ii. Vice President: one nomination – Alex Reynolds – elected unopposed.
iii. Secretary:  one nomination – Terry Stephen – elected unopposed.

Assistant Secretary: no nominations – no nominations from the floor, carried over as casual vacancy.
iv. Treasurer – one nomination – Adrian Pobke – elected unopposed.
v. General Committee Members – three positions available, and three nominations – Val Deeble (Hahndorf), Barry Lenny (Lobethal), and Mike Guerin (Uraidla) – all elected unopposed.

ii. Patrons – currently Merv and Kath Miles of Gumeracha, both re appointed for another year – have already made a donation in advance.

· Regional delegates – no one expressed any interest in attending.
· Greens advisory committee – the committee have previously determined that we will only appoint a committee if the need arises.
· Pennant recorders & press reporters
· All expressions of interest to be conveyed to TS post meeting for consideration by the Executive Committee – hoped that Anthony Daw and Anne Grist will continue, which means that we still need Saturday II and III reporters.
12. DETERMINATION OF FEES

i.    Honorarium – Secretary – (currently $3,000)
ii.    Honorarium – Assistant Secretary – (currently $1,000).
iii.    Honorarium – Treasurer – (currently $1,000)
iv.    Honorarium - Pennant Reporters – (currently $300 each division)
To be read in conjunction with the minutes of the last HBA Exec meeting – proposed that all be increased by 10% to keep up with CPI – moved HBA Exec, seconded John Corner – 7 clubs in favour, carried.
v.    HBA Affiliation fees – (teams currently $60 and players currently $15)
Proposed that team fees remain at $60 and players increase to $20 to cover increased costs in Honorariums – moved HBA Exec, seconded Uraidla – 7 clubs in favour, carried.
vi.    Afternoon teas – no afternoon teas.
vii.    High teas & lunches – (currently $5.00 and $20.00 respectively) – agreed will continue high teas for Talunga Shield but not for finals, cost of lunches will generally be determined at Regional level.

14. PENNANT DRAW AND CHAMP OF CHAMP DRAW (to be determined by Executive per Match Rule 1.1).
15. CHAMP OF CHAMP SPONSORSHIP: Currently Kloses Foodland and Warren Murdoch – the HBA express our gratitude to both long term sponsors, TS will approach them again.  Also  a number of potential sponsors have been suggested for supplement President’s Cup prizemoney, TS to contact them.
