Moved Tony Mik, seconded Alex Reynolds that all three reports be accepted – carried.
9. NOTICES OF MOTION

i. Uraidla – “A 3 week break be provided at Christmas with the last pennant game for 2022 being played on Saturday 17th December and the first game for 2023 being played on Saturday 7th January”.
Moved Uraidla BC – seconded S. Dienelt – carried.

ii. Uraidla – “The Thursday Ladies competition revert to the previous format of Club Home and Away games”.
Moved Uraidla BC – seconded A. Reynolds – carried.

iii. Lobethal – “The program for the Ladies Pennant competition, revert to a similar format similar to previous seasons, prior to the 2021/2022 season” – motion not proceeded with.
iv. Uraidla – “Division I for Saturday and Wednesday to consist of 8 teams (minimum) or and even number – no bye”.
Moved Uraidla BC – seconded A. Reynolds – those in favour (6) – motion defeated.

v. Uraidla – “All Open pennant matches to consist of 21 ends with the exception of Division I Saturday to be 25 ends”.
Moved Uraidla BC – seconded S. Dienelt – in favour (8) – motion defeated.

[Note: the consensus was that clubs preferred 21 ends all divisions – and it is anticipated that a club will bring a motion to this effect prior to the next delegates meeting].
vi. Uraidla – “The Wednesday Division I competition consist of four rinks of 2 bowl triples with 25 ends for a trial for the 2022/2023 season”.
Moved Uraidla BC – seconded R. Hutchinson – carried.

vii. Uraidla – “ (a) commence the season on the Wednesday following the long weekend, and
(b) If more than a home and away game against other clubs is programmed, the third game be programmed with the top clubs against each other and the bottom clubs against each other”.

Moved Uraidla BC – no seconder – motion lapsed.

viii. Hahndorf – “(1) Semi and Elimination Finals will be played at the venue of the Minor Premier, Preliminary Final will be played at the venue of the highest placed participant side.
(2) The Grand Final shall be allocated to the best available neutral green. As determined by the HBA greens assessment subcommittee”.

Moved Hahndorf BC – seconded M. Schutt – those in favour (6) – motion defeated.

ix. Hahndorf – “That second 14.4.1 and 15.6 [HBA Constitution] be amended to read – The delegates of member clubs or their proxies present and entitled to vote shall be entitled to one (1) vote per member club”.
Moved Hahndorf BC – seconded R. Flavell – those in favour (12) – motion carried.

v. Treasurer – nominations (1) – Adrian Pobke (Uraidla) – appointed unopposed.
vi. Executive Committee Members – Wayne Lee (Mt. Barker), Graham Weyland (Lobethal), and Val Deeble (Hahndorf) – appointed unopposed.
11. APPOINTMENT OF OTHER POSITIONS

ii. Patrons – currently Merv and Kath Miles of Gumeracha – T. Stephen to write to them again inviting them to continue as patrons.
iii. Expressions of interest:

v.    HBA Affiliation fees – (teams currently $50 and players currently $15) – moved A. Pobke, seconded B. Carter, that the team fee be increased to $60 and the player fee remain at $15 – carried.
vi.    Afternoon teas, high teas & lunches – (currently no fee allocated).
Moved A. Reynolds, seconded C. Higginson – that there be no afternoon tea for pennant matches – carried.

Moved A. Reynolds, seconded R. Flavell – that the fee for high teas be $5, and lunches $20 – carried.

· Invitation to Regional Events Manager Wayne Lee to address meeting.  Round of BPL Cup at Mt. Barker BC on 7.8.22. Regional AGM 29.5.22. Anthony Daw nominated for volunteer of the year. Kerri Treloar and Chris Nichols (MB) won ladies state pairs. Thank you to Helen Lindner and Greg Miller, the clubs who hosted regional events, and the club volunteers and officials.  Singles next year likely to be three player sections with the spare player to be marker.  Draft BSA calendar has been prepared and awaiting approval.  Country Carnival dates likely to be the same, with Prestige Medley in late April.
17. ANY OTHER BUSINESS:
· M. Schutt - Mt. Barker BC changing shirt colours –issue to be taken up directly with BSA.
· |Joe Rooney advises that Meadows have a player who would be greatly assisted if disability parking were available in close proximity to each club – to be taken up directly with clubs once the season commences.
· TS seeks club appointment forms from Uraidla and Woodside – both provided.
· TS discusses the impact of BSA removing the No Jab/No Play policy once the Major Emergency Declaration is revoked.  Can individual clubs continue to impose restrictions.  Brief discussion with Louise McDermott of BSA – but no clear direction from BSA.  TS believes that it would be a breach of the BSA Member Protection Policy to continue restrictions at club level (ie member’s health status).  Should any club seek to continue restrictions it is recommended that they obtain legal advice.
