4. MINUTES OF PREVIOUS DELEGATES MEETING  16TH AUGUST 2021:

Moved A. Pobke, seconded J. Hancock – carried.
· Composite invoice to clubs for teams @ $50 per team - with payment to be made to the HBA Treasurer as directed prior to 7th October 2021.  
· Player registration with HBA – online registration with Bowls SA (no need to submit a list to HBA) – clubs have been billed at $15 per player based on last year’s numbers plus 10 extra, with payment to be made to the HBA Treasurer as directed prior to 7th October 2021. Clubs to submit a player list at the end of the season, for Treasurer to reconcile actual numbers – and either reimburse, or charge shortfall for additional players.

GENERAL BUSINESS:
1. Scorecards and scoresheets from Bowls SA have been provided – and distributed to clubs at the meeting.
2. Final team nominations for 2021-2022 now confirmed.  Draft program book distributed - including HBA Calendar and pennant draw distributed for checking.  Commencement dates confirmed:
· Wednesday pennants 13.10.21
· Thursday pennants 14.10.21

· Saturday pennants 16.10.21 
· State and HBA Events as detailed at last meeting.

T. Hughes of Mt. Barker raised issue with extra rounds being added to Saturday Division I to take it to 18 rounds same as Div II and lower, rather than leave it at 14 rounds with each team playing each other only twice – once home and once away. Raised issue with Division I being the premium competition within the Association, and should not be impacted by programming of lower Divisions.
TS responded – this programming quirk was explained to everyone at the last delegates meeting, applies to a number of Divisions (both Saturday and Wednesday) – and no one spoke against the proposal to add additional matches to even up all rounds in all divisions.

Supported by S. Dienelt (Lob) and A. Reynolds (Wood).

No other clubs spoke against the 18 round format.

(Postscript: TS provided additional information to T. Hughes following the meeting – regarding problems associated with higher Divisions having capacity to stack lower divisions if they are not scheduled to play on the same dates).

3. Printed programs – clubs to confirm that contact information correct.  TS will publish on the website, and the program book will be printed on or before the October long weekend, and distributed to the clubs the following week (probably at Patron’s Day). Some updated information provided by Hahndorf, Woodside, Lobethal, and Meadows.
4. Ladies Patrons Day at Woodside Bowling Club Thursday 7.10.21 at 10.00am.  Each of the nine ladies’ sides competing on Thursdays to enter one team - and a combined side from Oakbank/Lenswood to even up the numbers.  TS will send out further particulars and draft draw shortly – Cosmopolitan format, with fours, pairs x 2, and fours.  TS has sent a letter to  HBA Patrons Merv and Kath Miles inviting them to attend.
5. Regional ladies’ events – published on the website:
· Ladies Regional Gala Day – Friday 17th September 2021 at Murray Bridge (DONE).

· Pitcher Shield - Friday 15th October 2021 at Jervois – equivalent of the men’s Schroeder Shield (ie HBA vs LMBA vs SMBA).
· Lorna Rowley Shield – Tuesday 9th November 2021 at Murray Bridge – equivalent of men’s Nolan Walker Shield (ie Region 6 vs Region 7).
TS will put a link online for player’s to nominate for both shield events – with Alex Reynolds indicating that nominations should be in prior to 7.10.21 so that selection process can occur on Patron’s Day.
D. Fuda to organise a raffle prize for HBA for Pitcher Shield (and Lorna Rowley Shield if required).

6. Selectors:

· Men’s –Peter Mangelsdorf, Andrew Gard, and Neville Mansell.
· Women’s – Alex Reynolds and Sue Hutchinson. Alex confirmed that her employment circumstances have changed, but she nonetheless remains willing and able to continue in the role as selector.
· Talunga – Kevin Schulz and Val Deeble.
7. Green’s committee – Tony Mik (Chairperson), Wayne Lee, and Graham Weyland.
8. Champ of Champ draw will be prepared by Executive Committee – and published on the website shortly.  First event 7.1.22 is Champ of Champ triples at Hahndorf.
TS explained a slight change to the format with respect to triples and fours – with only nine sides in the comp, there would only be one match in the first round on night one – therefore once the draw is done, the two teams playing in that first round match will play prior to the Friday night (at the host club’s green unless otherwise agreed), leaving 8 sides to play off in two rounds on the Friday night.
Friday 7.1.22 will be first night of Triples at Hahndorf.

Friday 14.1.22 will be first night of Fours at Lenswood.

Friday 21.1.11 will be the grand finals of Triples and Fours at Lobethal – to be played concurrently, unless there is a double up of players, then they can be played consecutively.
9. Sponsorship confirmed with Klose’s Foodland, Kwik Kopy, and Warren Murdoch. 
10. Pennant reporters:

11. President’s Cup – full details on the website – scheduled for 19.11, 26.11, 3.12, and final on 10.12.  Looking at reducing to four sides (four team managers already locked in – Jamie Burt, Neville Mansell, Andrew Gard, and Brenton Smith), would enable all matches at one venue each night – four team managers plus another 20 players required – entry fee of $40 per player  - shirts to be provided with cost met by sponsorship – prize pool of $960 for first and second (subject to additional sponsorship being sourced). Entry link on the website. Have 15 players nominated already.  Lobethal, Uraidla, and Mt. Barker have all expressed an interest in hosting a night.
12. Any other business:

· G. Coleiro (Gum) raises issue with the rules relating to two sides playing in the Wednesday Division II competition.  All covered by HBA Match Rules – rule 11.  Can either have one high side and one low side – bring players up from lower side to cover shortages in higher side, and make use of the rules relating to substitutes in the lower side – OR – elect to have each side treated as the lowest side so as to make use of the substitutes rules, but after four rounds each side will be treated as a separate entity, and can not exchange players.
· J. McBrien (Lob) seeks clarification of multi format for Wednesday Division I.  Determined by Exec committee at meeting 2.8.21:
· Fours remain as is – 2 bowls x 21 ends.

· Triples – 3 bowls/3 bowls/ 2 bowls to skipper x 21 ends.

· Pairs – 2x2x2x2  x 18 ends.

Can review arrangements next season if need be.
· W. Lee (Exec) – entry for State events now open online for Region 6 – State Fours at Meningie, State Pairs -men at Woodside/Gumeracha and women at Mannum.  Dates for State Triples in April may change due to clash with some National events. State singles is 9.1.22 and 16.1.22 – stays same for women, but 9th has been swapped with 2nd for men to accommodate the Schroeder Shield (now on 9.1.22). Entries for State fours closes 10.10.21.

· P. Yeates (Oak) raises issue with shirts / stickers for combined Oakbank/Lenswood sides.  Unfortunately umpires tutors gave misleading advice to various players at a training session on 19.9.21.  Position set out in an email from TS to all Lenswood and Oakbank players:
The Bowls SA Uniform Policy part 1 (e) clearly requires all bowlers to wear the same uniform when competing in a side in a pennant competition.  This has been confirmed directly with Bowls SA. The only exemption from this requirement is if there are religious or medical reasons for not being able to wear a matching uniform.

Technically the same rule applies to all other teamwear – including pants, shorts, skirts, jackets etc.  However Bowls SA are unlikely to take great issue with this – especially if players wear neutral coloured pants (ie white or cream) at the other club.

With respect to bowls stickers – the Laws of Bowls clearly provide at 52.1.8.4 that all members of a side must have the same stickers. This is part of the Laws of Bowls – and can not be altered by clubs, Associations, or Bowls SA.
D. Fuda discussed the two clubs cutting their stickers in half, so that every bowl can carry the same stickers (ie half Lenswood/half Oakbank), without the need to change them from week to week.
P. Nagel queries whether the two clubs can get by without any stickers (given that the bowls from every opposition club will have their own stickers).

(Postscript: Law 52 does not seem to make stickers mandatory -but if used, they must all be the same – so the two clubs could get by without stickers for pennants).
