8. GENERAL BUSINESS:

2. Report on Ladies Patron’s Day 6.10.22, Pitcher Shield 14.10.22, and Lorna Rowley Shield 8.11.22 (full reports on website). Lobethal won the Patrons Day, HBA won the Pitcher Shield, and Region 6 were runners up in the Lorna Rowley Shield.
3. Men’s State Triples hosted by Gumeracha club on 6.11.22 and 13.11.22 – details provided to clubs by Greg Miller. 
4. Harrison Shield – date to be fixed – no Sundays available in November, December or January – the only Sunday available in February is 12th (but that comes at the end of two weeks of Men’s CC and Country Round Robin) – all Sundays available in March, but clashes with pennant finals.  Do the clubs want to consider cancelling this year’s event ? 
All clubs agreed – defer Harrison Shield to next season (Mt. Barker retain the right to host the event).
5. Nominations for Talunga and Nolan/Walker shields 8.1.23 and Schroeder shield 22.1.23  – link has been published on the HBA website.
6. State Women’s Pairs to be hosted by Woodside on 15.1.23 and 22.1.23.

7. Champ of Champ events – venue determined for each event and published on the website.  The Executive Committee will do the draw for each event shortly, and publish it on the website.
8. State Mixed Pairs to be hosted by Lobethal and Meadows on 27.11.22 and knockouts at Mt. Barker on 4.12.22 .
9. President’s Cup details on the website.  Opening round at Hahndorf highly successful, earlier start and shorter format proved popular. Special thanks to Hahndorf BC for not only hosting the first round, but their club members embracing the event. Next round at Lenswood BC.
10. Conditions of play for club championships – Bowls SA did not provide Tournament Books this season.  Information available on the BSA website under “Events”.

John Corner concerned that some clubs have already started some events, and have not necessarily played as per above formats – no clubs have any issue with how the events are conducted at club level, as long as everyone appreciates that from HBA Champ of Champs onwards they will be played as set out above.
9. ANY OTHER BUSINESS:
· Communication with Oakbank club re “required player”.

General discussion about the substitute rule referring to “required player”.  All clubs supported the rule, and accepted the definition/interpretation provided by TS. If any club wants to include something in the Match Rules they should bring a motion.
· Communication with Gumeracha club re default points/shots when side disqualified.  All clubs supported the current rule re default points and shots as being fair and appropriate.  If any club wants to amend something in the Match Rules they should bring a motion.
· Communication with Gumeracha club re ladies’ morning tea break. No club supported any change to the existing rule about a mandatory break not exceeding 15 minutes. Players can eat before, during, or after the match, without the need to interfere with the current rule.
· TS raises issue that clubs should make themselves familiar with Laws of Bowls and HBA rules, and make their own call as to interpretation – it is not the role of the HBA Executive Committee to field ongoing enquiries about how the rules should be applied by each club.  Nor should the HBA Executive committee be criticisesd for not addressing perceived problems with the rules if the clubs themselves have not elected to bring any motion to change or amend them.

· HBA general concern about standard of umpires and measurers within the Association – consideration will be given to holding a markers/measurers course for anyone wanting to officiate at an HBA event.  Graham Weyland will undertake this, but given his current illness and absence, the issue is deferred,
· TS seeks feedback about how the new rule about practice rinks is working.  Everyone happy.  Some suggestion that best practice is for team managers to wait until 1.00pm to do the cards and allocate rinks – so as not to run into problems with Laws of Bowls 3.3.

· General reminder to clubs to be careful given current Covid outbreak – reminder re social distancing, hand sanitising, and wearing masks where appropriate.  Players who contract Covid should be careful to ensure that they quarantine/isolate for the recommended period, and wear a mask for the recommended period on return to the club.

·  Following communications with the Oakbank club, TS provides overview of the laws regarding playing of music. 

There is no HBA directive that prohibits the playing of music.
However, playing music at a public venue like a bowling club, can attract a heavy penalty if you do not have an appropriate music license. Pretty much all music is covered by copyright, and licenses are required to play such music to ensure that the artists receive the appropriate royalties.  This includes cds, dvds, downloaded music, and radios.

The HBA in recent years has been playing downloaded music at some events.

Subsequently ascertained that this is not permitted without an appropriate license – and given the high fees involved, the HBA have elected that we will not continue to play music.

Should any club require further information about music licensing, they should contact One Music – who operate the Australian music licensing system.  Can obtain all relevant information and download a quote on their website.

Lenswood Club have obtained a license, at a cost of about $330.

· Oakbank BC hosting Talunga Shield, and query catering requirements for high tea – club to speak with Alex Reynolds.
· Oakbank BC have a suggestion for future pennant structure – involving a premier division on Saturdays, and 8 teams per division, and 8 players per side in each competition. Handout distributed to delegates for consideration by clubs – copy attached to minutes.

· Adrian Pobke raises issue with forthcoming road closures due to car rally in the Adelaide Hills, and likewise same issue arises with respect to the Mt. Barker pageant the following week, and Lobethal pageant on 10th December.  TS will download relevant information and send it to clubs.
