2. Discussion re programming.  Issues may arise as to National Championships in October. HBA advised that N. Mansell, S. Hutchinson, and S. Maddern in SA Senior team – to play in WA 9-11 October – therefore don’t start Wednesday comp until after, Sue and Sue not playing in HBA Thursday comp – therefore start Saturday comp 14th October.  Advised by Hahndorf that Sue and Sue playing in Australian Champ fours from Tuesday 17th to Friday 20th – but as they don’t play in the HBA Wednesday or Thursday comp that won’t prevent us programming on Saturday 14th onwards.
Given that we have 8/10/11 teams nominated respectively in Saturday Divs I, II, and III – it would be sensible to have one team go up from Div I to Div II, and one team go up from Div II to Div III – leaving 9+bye/10/10 – two even rounds of 18 home and away matches in each Division.  

Given that we have 6/12 teams nominated respectively in Wednesday Divs I and II – would be sensible to have three divisions, with six teams in each division – 3 x 5 rounds of home and away matches, plus three weeks of finals – fits nicely into the number of Wednesdays available during the season.  As MB, Oak, Uraid have nominated two sides in Div II, they could each drop back a side – plus three other clubs drop back to make six teams in Div III.

The HBA will determine the sides that are to be moved – subject to confirmation by the delegates at the September meeting.

3. HBA Events Calendar has been prepared in draft but can not be finalised until we know the situation with general pennant programming – as this may alter the Champ of Champ allocations. Pennants will start no earlier than the weekend following the October long weekend (but most likely Saturday 14th October 2023), and all matches and finals will conclude no later than the weekend of 22nd/23rd March 2024.
4. Expressions of interest still required for:
a. Men’s and Women’s HBA selectors.

b. Pennant reporters for Sat. Div II and Div III.
c. Dora Fuda assisting with programming and Bowlslink in the absence of an Assistant Secretary.

5. Confirmed club contact information for the program booklet.
6. Any other Business:
a. Discussion re proposed motions by Hahndorf Club for early start of Saturday and/or Wednesday pennants in the event of hot weather.

· The following clubs supported the general concept of starting play early on Wednesdays – Gum, Hahn, Lob, Mead, MB – opposed Oak, Ur, Wood – Lens expressed no view.
· The following clubs supported the general concept of starting play early on Saturdays – Gum, Hahn, Lob, Mead, MB – opposed Oak, Wood – Lens expressed no view, Uraidla maybe.
Given that at least five clubs supported an early start on both Wednesdays and Saturdays, discussion re preferred forecast temperature for activating the early start rule.

· General consensus that the forecast should be for two nights before the day of play.

· 38C supported by Hahn

· 39C supported by Wood.

· 40C supported by Gum, Lob, Oak, Lens, MB, Mead, Uraid.

b. Discussion re proposed motion by Oakbank Club for higher cancellation temperature prior to match, and then stop play if it reaches 38C.
· The Oakbank proposal was only supported by Oak, Lens, and Woods.

· Early start preferred by Hahn, Gum, Mead, MB, Lob.

· No view expressed by Uraidla.

c. Discussion re proposed motion by Oakbank Club that Champ of Champ events be scheduled to commence no earlier than 6.30pm.

· The proposed motion did not have the support of any club other than Oakbank.

d. Discussion re proposed motion by Gumeracha Club for all pennant matches to be played over 22 ends.

· The proposed motion had the support of Lens and Gum – but no other clubs.
PLEASE NOTE: The initial motions will all currently remain in the agenda for voting at the September meeting – however each club may want to consider either amending or withdrawing the motions taking into account the views expressed by the clubs.  Any proposed amendments or withdrawals will need to be communicated to T. Stephen no later than Monday 28th August.

e. Ladies Regional Gala Day – to be held at Murray Bridge on Friday 15th September 2023 – anticipated that each club will submit a team of four, unless otherwise advised – Hahn and Lens unlikely to enter teams, Oakbank maybe – TS will send out details to clubs so that they can contact Helen Lindner direct.
f. Review of HBA Rules undertaken by sub committee comprised M. Guerin, G. Deeble, and R. Hutchinson – draft recommendations yet to be considered by the HBA committee, but relate to form and context rather than any substantive change to the meaning of the rules. Once reviewed by the HBA they will likely be sent to the clubs with a proposal to simply vote in the new rules as a package.
