· Composite invoice to clubs for teams @ $50 per team - with payment to be made to the HBA Treasurer as directed three days prior to the first match. Payment due 4/10/20
· Player registration with HBA – online registration with Bowls SA (no need to submit a list to HBA) – clubs will be billed at $15 per player based on last year’s numbers plus 10 extra, with payment to be made to the HBA Treasurer as directed three days prior to the first match.  Clubs to submit a player list at the end of the season, for Treasurer to reconcile actual numbers – and either reimburse, or charge shortfall for additional players. T Stephen – as long as registered with Bowls SA and list is provided to Treasurer at end of season this will be sufficient. 
GENERAL BUSINESS:
1. Scorecards and scoresheets from Bowls SA (for distribution to clubs at end of meeting).
2. Final team nominations for 2020-2021 was confirmed however due to last minute changes to club nomination of teams the draft program is yet to be finalised. T Stephen will do so once all clubs confirm teams for the season.  Program book is currently in draft format.  Commencement dates are confirmed as follows:
· Saturday pennants 10.10.20
· Wednesday pennants 7.10.20 
·  Thursday pennants 15.10.20 
J McBrien had undertaken the complex task of setting up the program in expectation of what the draw was likely to be but now there are further changes due to club nominations being provided as late as just prior to the commencement of this meeting. There has been an impact on clubs’ nomination due to AGM which is usually held in May being held end of August due to COVID-19 restrictions and this has impacted on clubs deciding teams. 

TS informs that all pennants matches have same number of home and away matches but there is now some further rescheduling required to accommodate some clubs due to green availability. There are also byes that will be scheduled due to club team nominations. 
3. Printed programs – TS will publish on the website, and the program book will be printed on or before the October long weekend, and distributed to the clubs the following week.
4. Patrons – deferred from AGM – Executive have determined to approach Merv and Kath Miles of Gumeracha to act as joint patrons for the HBA – given long standing service of both to bowls in the Adelaide Hills. Both have agreed to be joint patrons and their names will be on the program.
5. Ladies Patrons Day at Woodside Bowling Club Thursday 8.10.20.  Each of the nine ladies’ sides competing on Thursdays to enter one team – query whether Hahndorf able to field a 10th side to even up the draw.  TS will send out further particulars and draft draw shortly – Cosmopolitan format, with fours, pairs x 2, and fours. Hahndorf will field a side if required. Thanks to A Reynolds for her assistance to the Executive Committee. It will be a sit down lunch @$15p/h with 9.30am for 10am start. T Stephen will do the draw. 
6. Regional ladies’ events:

· Pitcher Shield Friday Friday 16.10.20 at Mannum – equivalent of the men’s Schroeder Shield (ie HBA vs LMBA vs SMBA) – need 16 ladies and TS will send out nomination forms to clubs. Selection will take place on 8.10.20 and players will be notified on 9.10.20
·  All female members of HBA eligible for selection – not just ladies from Thursday competition – nominations to selectors by 7.10.20.
· Lorna Rowley Shield – Tuesday 10.11.20 at venue to be advised – equivalent of men’s Nolan Walker Shield (ie Region 6 vs Region 7).
7. Selectors:

· Men’s – currently have expressions of interest from Peter Mangelsdorf, Andrew Gard, and Neville Mansell … awaiting response from Garth Saunders – deferred for consideration by Executive Committee.
· Women’s – Alex Reynolds, Shelley Howe

· Talunga – Harry Fels – Executive propose that Harry plus Alex and Shelley be involved with selection for Talunga Shield.
· Regional Selectors – Lorna Rowley – A Reynolds, H Lindner; S Howe 
8. Green’s committee – Executive have appointed Neville Mansell, Geoff Deeble, and Guy Stanley – with Roger Faehrmann of the Executive Committee as the chairperson. 
9. Covid issues and break during play.  No afternoon tea to be provided (although this issue will be revisited later in the season if Covid restrictions change).  The Executive will not dictate a specific regime – but players must be afforded a break of at least 10-15 minutes during the game.  Clubs will need to use their discretion, having regard to club capacity and distancing restrictions, and will probably need to stagger the break between rinks.  This issue will be revisited at the November delegates meeting if any problems.
10. Champ of Champ draw will be prepared by Executive Committee – and published on the website shortly.  First event 8.1.21 is Champ of Champ triples.
11. Sponsorship – TS sent letter out to Klose’s Foodland re ongoing sponsorship ($1,600)  – some doubt over ongoing involvement of Kwik Copy. TS to contact Kwik Copy and discuss if willing to sponsor HBA stickers and have name on program.

14. Pennant Permits – The HBA has tentatively approved all permits but forms need to be completed year and need to be approved by clubs and HBA. The HBA will not charge a fee. Once club and HBA approved then Bowls SA is able to register players. 
15. Proposal by T. Mik to implement placing of the jack by Skip to be trialled during the Harrison Shield match.
