EXECUTIVE COMMITTEE MEETING
LENSWOOD BOWLING CLUB
Monday 1st August 2022 at 7.30pm.
1. WELCOME:  Meeting opened at 7.30pm.  
2. PRESENT: D Fuda, T Stephen, A Pobke, W. Lee, G. Weyland, V. Deeble
3. APOLOGIES: - T. Mik

5. TREASURER’S REPORT: Not applicable
6. GENERAL BUSINESS:
· Programming.  As per the intimations given by each club at the July delegates meeting:
·  8 teams for Saturday Div I – meaning 2 x 7 matches – 14 rounds plus finals.
· 9 teams for Saturday Div II – but if one team is moved back to Div III then we will have 8 sides in Divisions I and II – meaning 2 x 7 matches – 14 rounds plus finals. After considering last year’s results and other side movements – the Uraidla second side would be the team to drop back.  TS to alert Uraidla to this, and enquire as to whether they would agree to drop back – otherwise it needs to be put to the delegates.
· Mt. Barker only likely to have two teams in Div III. Therefore 12 teams nominated plus Uraidla dropping back, 13 in total. Propose 7 plus a bye in Div III Gold – to bring it in line with Divs I and II – and 6 in Div III Silver.  Clubs will need to consider whether their Div III teams are Gold or Silver.
· Wednesday – 6 teams have nominated for Div I and 9 teams for Div II. Bring one team up from Div II to make it 7 plus a bye in Div I and 8 in Div II – meaning 2 x 7 matches – 14 rounds plus finals – same as Saturdays.  After considering last year’s results and other side movements – Lobethal who were minor premiers last year are most likely team to come up.  TS to alert Lobethal to this, and enquire as to whether they would agree to come up – otherwise it needs to be put to the delegates.

· Some uncertainty still regarding Thursday nominations – as both Woodside and Mt. Barker uncertain as to whether they will have two sides.  7 or 8 sides would be ideal, fall in line with the Saturday and Wednesday programming – but if there are 9 sides can fit in extra rounds during Men’s CC week.

· Calendar.  TS has drafted a calendar for the 2022-2023 season.  Identifies all of the days that can not be used due to State and Regional events, public holidays, Xmas break, Easter etc.  Includes proposed dates and venues for Patron’s Day, President’s Cup, and Champ of Champs.  May need to revisit depending on pennant programming, number of teams etc.

· President’s Cup.  If pennant rounds are 14 plus finals, we would have 4 extra Saturdays available at the end of the season to schedule Champ of Champ events and/or President’s Cup – but all agree to leave as per last year – President’s Cup four nights in November/December – and all Champ of Champ as Friday night events at end of season.  But will confer with delegates as to whether they have a preference.
· Expressions of interest for positions.

·  Men’s – Rob Hutchinson and Peter Mangelsdorf

· Women’s – Shelly Howe – query whether Sue Hutchinson nominating, had not contacted HBA – TS to follow up.

· Talunga Shield – Kevin Schulz has nominated, and Val Deeble agrees to continue.

· Greens Committee – only one expression of interest – Geoff Deeble.  Discussion regarding the need for a green’s committee. All agree that all greens are suitable for pennants and HBA events (both day and night).  If an issue arises during the season ie a change in circumstances for a green, then a committee will be convened from the Executive Committee members. Wayne Lee has donated a light meter for use by HBA if lights need to be checked at any time.
· Alphabetical allocation of events.  

· All agree that President’s Cup be allocated in accordance with alphabetical rotation.  
· Ladies Regional Champ of Champ singles and pairs play offs.  Not a lucrative event to host.  This year HBA to host both.  All agree to bring a motion for September meeting to exclude regional play offs from alphabetical allocation, and allocate to winners clubs – to at least give our Champ of Champ winners a home ground advantage.
·  HBA Match Rule 1.2 (b) gives clubs ability to swap event with another club – inappropriate for clubs to have an ability to reschedule events between themselves – therefore motion for September meeting to remove the rule all together.
· Casual vacancies on committee:
·  Wayne Lee will be resigning shortly – moving to Strathalbyn thus creating a casual vacancy on the committee – Wayne (and Dawn) to nonetheless attend next delegates meeting.

· There is no Assistant Secretary – but Dora has agreed to draft the program draw, and  with assistance of TS will “learn the ropes” for Bowlslink setup.

· BPL Cup match at Mt. Barker on Sunday 7.8.22 – 9.00am for 9.30am start – still require an umpire, lunch and drinks will be provided – TS to send email to clubs.
