· Report on composite invoice to clubs for teams and players – all clubs paid fees on time and this has worked well. 
6. GENERAL BUSINESS:

· Report on Ladies Patron’s Day 8.10.20 and Pitcher Shield 16.10.20.  Patron’s Day unfortunately rained out but ladies seemed to have a great time catching up; 

Pitcher Shield – won by HBA, A Reynolds to report at next meeting – HBA met cost of lunch – 16 players @ $20 pp and 4 guests @ $15 pp (total $380).
· Men’s selectors – Peter Mangelsdorf, Neville Mansell, Andrew Gard, and Garth Saunders - HBA Executive confirmed 
· Nominations for Schroeder Shield (and Nolan Walker Shield) and Talunga Shield due by 12th December 2020. Both Schroeder Shield and Talunga Shield are being played on 20th December 2020. More information on HBA website in next coming weeks. 
· Champ of Champ events – draw has been undertaken and will be published for each event – Fours, Triples, Pairs and Singles along with host club. 
· Eastern Region Ladies State pairs Sunday 8.11.20 and 15.11.20 – at Hahndorf  ( venue selected by regional) – but unlikely to attract a large number of entries (ie perhaps only 16 ladies/4 rinks – no lunches) 
· Talunga Shield 20.12.20 – given that Hahndorf are the first alphabetically this season, and given that Ladies Regional pairs may not attract many entries – offer Hahndorf the Talunga Shield.
· HBA Triples – Lenswood.

· Eastern Region Men’s State Singles – Sunday 10.1.21 sectional at Lobethal and Meadows (at least 2 greens likely to be required) – if a third required, outside green at Mt. Barker.
· Eastern Region Men’s State Singles - Sunday 17.1.21 knockouts at Mount Barker dome.
· HBA Fours – Mt. Pleasant.

· HBA Pairs – Oakbank.

· HBA Singles – Uraidla.

· Woodside next on the list – to be approached if Hahndorf do not want the Talunga Shield – otherwise Woodside green likely to be utilised for finals anyway.

· Lobethal Motion carried over from last meeting re Ladies Thursday pennants affected by heat. -  night before cut off temp to be amended from current 36 to 38C. 
· Executive Meetings to be held 3rd Monday of each alternate month commencing 19.10.20 – however next meeting Monday 14.12.20.
· Delegates meetings. Gumeracha motion carried 18.11.19 that there be an additional meeting in August, but no meeting in January – however subsequently identified that there is no actual section in the Constitution providing for meetings every two months.  Therefore no January meeting – issue to be discussed further, perhaps at February forum.

· HBA to consider write up in paper for all clubs – suggested by Shelly Howe, similar to Courier articles about business areas and shopping centres – discussion deferred until next meeting.

Matches Affected by Heat, Inclement Weather, or any other cause.

1. A
Unless otherwise provided for in these rules, the HBA shall abide by any Bowls SA 

Heat & Inclement Weather Policy in force.


1. B
For the purpose of determining the current temperature at a match venue, the 


temperature at the nearest appropriate BOM automatic weather station shall be 

used.



The nearest appropriate station for:-



 Meadows, Mt Barker, Hahndorf, Oakbank and Uraidla is Kuitpo.



The nearest appropriate station for:-



 Gumeracha, Mt Pleasant, Lobethal, Lenswood and Woodside is Mt Crawford.


2. A
If on the evening prior to the day of play the temperature on the Bureau of 


Meteorology website is forecast to reach 38O C (in the case of open gender events) 

or  and 36O 38OC (in the case of single gender ladies events) for Mt Barker, then:  



(a) 
All pennant matches, and  


(b)
Any other event scheduled for that day shall be postponed, and rescheduled 


to another date, at the discretion of the HBA Executive Committee.


2. B
On a day where the temperature has the potential to reach 38O  Celsius  (Open 


Competition) and 36O Celsius (Single Gender Competition) the Umpire of the day is 

responsible for delegating the duty of monitoring the temperature of the day. 


Although not compulsory, it is recommended the person tasked with this duty is 

“non-playing” for the day. 


2. C
If at any stage, the temperature  at the BOM weather station nominated for each 

venue reach or exceed 38OC (in the case of open gender events) or 36OC (in the case 

of single gender ladies events) at the scheduled start of play or at any time after play 

has commenced.



It is a minimum requirement that a check of the temperature is done at least once 

per every 30 minutes of play, however it may be checked more than once if 


necessary.

Rule 2. 2. C
Cont.


The responsible person is to advise the umpire of the Day, who after confirming the 

temperature, will call all players off the green/s at the completion of the end in play. 


After 30 minutes, from the time of the initial suspension of play, has passed, the responsible 
person and the Umpire of the Day will once again check the temperature of the day. 


If the temperature has dropped below the cut-off temperature, play may recommence.


If the temperature remains at or above the cut-off temperature, a further 30 minute break 
will be had, if play is not possible then, the match shall be:



(a)
awarded to the side which was leading at the time of cessation, or 



(b)
declared a draw if the number of ends completed is insufficient for a result.


For all other matches being conducted by the HBA on such a day, the Executive will select a 
course of action.

Rules 2.  3 – 14 remain unchanged.

EXPLANATION.
We have altered Rule 2. A.
36O 
to 
38OC

&

Rule 2 B.
36OC (Single Gender Competition)  This had been omitted in the original version.

The Lobethal Club are suggesting that the Ladies can play on a day where the expected temperature is predicted to possibly reach either 36O or 37O Celsius later in the day, but can play until the temperature reaches 36O C.
(Rule 2.C.)


If 38OC, play would be abandoned the night before. (Rule 2. A)

With the Ladies beginning at 10.am before the New Year and starting at 9.30am after the New Year there is a strong chance that most matches will be completed before reaching the 36O C cut off, or at least the Ladies should play enough ends to constitute a match. 

The Lobethal Club believe that on some cancelled days last season the eventual temperature failed to reach 36O C, play could have taken place.

We do believe that the 36OC cut off is essential.
(Rule 2. C.)
