1. WELCOME: 
Meeting opened at 7.30pm.  
2. PRESENT:  T. Mik, D. Fuda, T Stephen, R. Faehrmann, W. Lee, V. Deeble, G. Weyland.
3. APOLOGIES: - A. Pobke.
4. MINUTES: minutes from previous Executive meeting 1.2.22 confirmed as correct – moved Terry, seconded Dora – carried.
5. BUSINESS ARISING: 
· TS is able to upload a list of all umpires on Bowlslink – will send copy to GW.]

· Bowls SA have advised that they will be removing the “No Jab/No Play” policy once the Emergency Declaration expires or is withdrawn – but does this mean that clubs must follow suit regarding entry to individual clubs, or can they still adopt a strict policy regarding entry – TS thinks not, as this would be contrary to previous email from BSA regarding Member Protection Policy – but TS will investigate with BSA.

6. FINANCIAL REPORT:  Adrian has advised that we currently hold the following funds:
· Cheque account balance 
$ 2,729.50 (still awaiting for engraving costs from Ray Francis).
· Online saver balance 

$ 6,682.85
At this stage, down by about $2,629.85 on last season.
Discussion re the financial future of HBA – may need to look at various options re increasing fees.
7. GENERAL BUSINESS:
· Oakbank BC apparently distributed an email to various clubs about a winter pennant competition, with the Bowlslink scoring system to be undertaken by the HBA – but no communication with the HBA.  Does not appear to be much, if any, support for a winter comp – already a number of clubs running social winter bowls, plus a general push to reduce the length of the pennant season.
· Champ of Champ conditions of play – all contained in the Bowls SA tournament book, and TS sent email to all club Presidents and Secretaries, and HBA Exec members on 4.1.22 setting out conditions of play.  We are bound to follow BSA re singles and pairs as they are both pathways to other events – but we can review triples and fours next season.
· Lenswood BC have had a special general meeting – not affiliating with Oakbank BC next season, and will be fielding stand alone sides on Wednesdays and Saturdays – TS given permission to publish an article on the website about this.
· Discussion regarding the various Uraidla motions:
· They have stipulated dates for a break over Xmas – not actually amending any rule, but the general understanding is that they want at least a three week break – may be better worded (ie amend rule 1.1. (iv) to add in - provided that no matches shall be scheduled during the period 18th December and 8th January).
· No doubling up at venues for the Thursday ladies comp – but we have already told them that we won’t be doing that given general consensus amongst clubs that they don’t want it – motion unnecessary.
· Div I on Saturdays and Wednesdays to be eight sides minimum, and no byes  – but various practical problems if we are to promote or relegate sides to get an even number – best left to Exec to program in accordance with existing rules.
· Number of ends – all matches 21 ends, except 25 in Div I Saturday – but presumably someone will promote 21 ends all grades.
· Wednesday Div I format – two bowl triples x 25 ends – but various practical problems with the length of games.
· Program any top up games by playing top sides against top sides etc – but can’t do this – don’t know who is top sides until season well under way, then have to completely reset Bowlslink.
· TS to contact Uraidla with our concerns and invite them to re-assess their motions.
· TS raises issue with the enormous burden of the secretary’s role. General discussion regarding possible delegation of aspect of the role – not necessarily to committee members, for example:
· Bowlslink set up
· Website articles and maintenance.
· Programming – special committee committee ?
· Host clubs to run events such as champ of champs and finals – without need for Executive involvement.
· Wayne reports on CCR results – men won 2/7 and finished 6th, women won 5/7 and finished 3rd.
· Teams for Prestige Medley announced – men includes G. Deepble, Rob Hutchinson, B. Smith, S. Pittaway – women includes Sue H., Sue M., C. Nicholls, V. Deeble.
