EXECUTIVE MEETING

Monday 5th September 2022 at 7.30pm
Lenswood Bowling Club

1. WELCOME : President welcomes all committee members, and opens meeting at 7.30pm.
2. PRESENT : T.  Stephen, Dora Fuda, Tony Mik, Val Deeble, Adrian Pobke, Graham Weyland.
3. APOLOGIES : Nil
4. CORRESPONDENCE : Expressions of interest for casual vacancy on committee.
5. TREASURER’S REPORT:

· Composite invoice to clubs for teams @ $60 per team - with payment to be made to the HBA Treasurer as directed three days prior to the first pennant match.  
· Player registration with HBA – online registration with Bowls SA counts as registration with HBA (no need to submit a list to HBA) – clubs will be billed at $15 per player based on last year’s numbers plus 10 extra, with payment to be made to the HBA Treasurer as directed three days prior to the first match.  Clubs to submit a player list at the end of the season, for Treasurer to reconcile actual numbers – and either reimburse, or charge shortfall for additional players.

GENERAL BUSINESS:
1. Casual vacancy arising from resignation of Wayne Lee from the Executive Committee.  Two people submitted letters expressing interest in taking on the role.  Both highly credentialled. After due consideration, Alex Reynolds of Woodside BC appointed.  TS to write to both nominees advising of the outcome.

2. Notices of Motion:

· HBA motion re assigning events – exclude Regional Champ of Champ play offs from alphabetical rotation – full particulars and reasons for motion already sent to clubs.

· Oakbank motion to reinstate a two end roll up.
The HBA Committee were clear and unanimous in their strong opposition, not only to the content of the motion itself, but to the improper process.

The motion to have a one end roll up had been properly submitted by the HBA prior to the AGM, was voted on by all club delegates present, and approved.  

There has been no change in circumstances since then which would justify any clubs seeking to re visit that issue.

Clubs can’t just keep coming back to meetings seeking to change decisions just because they didn’t agree with the outcome.

In fact, it should properly be considered an appeal – and struck out – as any appeal from a delegates’ decision would need to be submitted to Regional or Bowls SA.

However, the Executive Committee feels that the delegates themselves should take responsibility for enforcing due process – and make the decision to dismiss the motion. 

· Hahndorf motion re practice rinks

Hahndorf’s motion is an extract from metro rules:

“Players can practice on any rink of the green of play prior to the draw of rinks for the game.  Once the draw for rinks has been completed, players should be notified, and practice must cease.”
It has the effect of removing that part of the HBA Rules which say that practice must cease 30 minutes before the scheduled commencement time.

However, it does not include the other metro rules which prescribe that side managers must draw the rinks of play at 12.45pm, and that trial ends start at 1.00pm.

It has the effect of confusing the starting arrangements, in circumstances where no clubs had raised any issue with the current arrangements.
Nor does it include any rule about clubs displaying which rinks will be used by each division – so players may be none the wiser as to which rinks they will be playing on when that start practice anyway.
· Gumeracha motion re practice rinks.

The Gumeracha motion is complex and hard to understand.  It seeks to add a rule compelling players to start on time – but we already have rules regarding starting times.  The second part of the motion seems to be adding to a rule to make it clearer about partial forfeits, but it doesn’t achieve that.  The suggestion is that it is making it clear that partial forfeits are not permitted – but no one in the Association is even suggesting that partial forfeits are permitted.  Finally it suggests players can practice up until 10 minutes before the scheduled start time, and that side managers will only then  disclose  the rinks drawn. However this is inconsistent with Laws of Bowls 3.4 which provides that no one can practice on their match rink “after the draw for rinks has been made”.  The side managers are not entitled to hold off on announcing the rinks – so the motion must fail.
HBA RECOMMENDATION:
The whole issue is simply about allowing players to practice on any rink before the draw of the cards, without fear of being disqualified – as per the Laws of Bowls – a simple amendment to the current HBA rules would fix this.

Rule 3.3 says “On pennant days, no player shall practice on a rink on which they are scheduled to play (or might be scheduled to play) – and in any event, no player shall practice on the green within 30 minutes of the scheduled commencement time”.

Simply delete the first sentence – and leave in place the second sentence.

If agreed, the HBA could present a motion, and call a special meeting prior to the start of the season to pass it. 

3. Scorecards and scoresheets from Bowls SA to be distributed to clubs once received.
4. Final team nominations for 2022-2023 now confirmed.  Draft program book distributed - including HBA Calendar and pennant draw distributed for checking.  Commencement dates confirmed:
· Wednesday pennants 5.10.22
· Thursday pennants 13.10.22 (with Patron’s Day 6.10.22)
· Saturday pennants 8.10.22 
· State Events Calendar published on website – and HBA Calendar and list of venues distributed.
5. Printed programs – clubs to confirm that contact information correct.  TS will publish on the website, and the program book will be printed on or before the October long weekend, and distributed to the clubs the following week.
6. Ladies Patrons Day at Mt. Barker Bowling Club Thursday 6.10.22.  Each of the nine ladies sides competing on Thursdays to enter one team - and HBA will invite host club Mt. Barker to endeavour to enter an additional side to even up the numbers.  TS will send out further particulars and draft draw shortly – Cosmopolitan format, with fours, pairs x 2, and fours. Host club to provide sit down lunch at a cost of $20 per head.   TS will invite HBA Patrons Merv and Kath Miles to attend.
7. Regional ladies’ events – published on the website:
· Ladies Regional Gala Day – Friday 9th September 2022 at Murray Bridge .

· Pitcher Shield - Friday 14th  October 2022 at Mannum – equivalent of the men’s Schroeder Shield (ie HBA vs LMBA vs SMBA).
· Lorna Rowley Shield – Tuesday 8th  November 2022  at Strathalbyn – equivalent of men’s Nolan Walker Shield (ie Region 6 vs Region 7).
· TS has put a link online for player’s to nominate for Pitcher Shield.
(We are required to provide a raffle prize for each event to a value of about $50 – Val has spoken to Shelly Howe who is happy to organise this).

8. Selectors confirmed:
· Men’s –Peter Mangelsdorf, and Rob Hutchinson.
· Women’s – Shelly Howe, Chris Jarman, and Sue Hutchinson.
· Talunga – Kevin Schulz and Val Deeble.
9. Green’s committee – Executive Committee decided on 1.8.22 that all greens suitable for day and night events – no need for a greens committee – but will appoint one if something comes up.
10. Champ of Champ draw will be prepared by Executive Committee – and published on the website shortly.  First event 13.1.23 is Champ of Champ triples at Uraidla.
11. Sponsorship confirmed with Warren Murdoch, awaiting response from Klose’s Foodland (TS to email Megan Luke), and Kwik Kopy haven’t been approached yet – but they are unlikely to have a problem given that we advertise them for free, and don’t require any bowls stickers this season.
12. Pennant reporters:

· Sat. Div. I & Wed. Div. I and II - Anthony Daw, 
· Sat. Div. II – Tony Mik will do it (with some assistance from TS).
· Sat. Div. III – 
· Thursday Ladies – if no-one from Thursday ladies or Saturday Div III are prepared to do it, there will be no Courier reports.
13. President’s Cup – similar format to last year - full details will be published on the website in due course – scheduled for 18.11, 25.11, 2.12, and finals 9.12.  Four sides – last year they comprised triples/pairs/singles (6 players) – but that will be re assessed based on number of entries (ie might be 4/3/2).  Once all players have nominated online – the President will select the four side captains, who will then conduct a draft for their players - all matches at one venue each night – entry fee of $40 per player (provide own shirts)  – prize pool of $960 for first and second (subject to additional sponsorship being sourced). Entry link to be placed on the website.
14. Saturday Division III has 12 sides in the minor round draw – we will be splitting them for finals ie top four play Gold finals and next four play Silver finals.
15. Any other business:

· TS raises issue with size of HBA shirts – too many big ones, and not enough smaller ones (especially for ladies’ events) – possibility that we can have some altered to make them smaller – Graham will approach a local dressmaker and get back to me.
