1. WELCOME : Meeting opened 7.30 pm.
2. PRESENT : D. Fuda, T. Stephen,  A. Reynolds, Val Deeble, M. Guerin, A. Pobke.
3. APOLOGIES : Barry Lenny
4. Minutes of last meeting 9.10.23 read and accepted.
5. Business arising from last meeting:

· TS advises that programming issue in Saturday Division I fixed.  TS had inadvertently repeated a round in round 18, resulting in some sides playing one another four times.  Has been fixed in Bowlslink, and a corrected program book entry sent to clubs.

· Round 1 Saturday Division I match between Hahndorf and Oakbank has now been scheduled to be played on Sunday 19th November 2023 – with both sides being given permission to bring players up from lower divisions, regardless of whether they played in round 1.  TS will communicate with Isaac at BSA about the policy behind rescheduling matches due to Nationals – they gave no thought to the possibility of players from the initial date becoming unavailable, and the notion that players who had already played in lower divisions may not be eligible to fill in.

8. GENERAL BUSINESS:

·  Revised HBA Pennant and Match Rules have now been accepted by the Committee.  TS will call a Special General Meeting for Monday 20th November 2023 at 7.25pm (ie to immediately precede the delegates meeting) to have the new rules adopted.  If there is any major complaint or issue taken by clubs, they can be deferred to later in the season.

· Letter from Michael Wheal addressing various concerns, including:

· Flagrant breaches or disregard of the Laws of Bowls relating to possession of the rink.  

· Dumping of bowls.

· Use of bowling arms – must be used throughout the entire match.

· TS will place an article on the website, and the matters can also be included in the agenda for discussion at the November delegates meeting.

· President’s Cup – currently about 16 entries, but Dora has been approaching clubs, and expecting some more entries from Uraidla and Gumeracha – closing date is midnight on Friday 10th November, TS will send out a reminder email campaign via Bowlslink.  Mt. Barker are unavailable to host night 2 (and can’t host night 1 or 3) due to night owls – therefore need to reassign – going down the list alphabetically, Lobethal host the last event of the season, next is Oakbank but they are already hosting a President’s Cup night, next is Uraidla but they are already hosting a President’s Cup night – so the second night will be allocated to Woodside.  Next season the alphabetical rotation will start with Oakbank, Uraidla, skip Woodside, Gumeracha …

· Schroeder and Nolan Walker Shields – only about 15 nominations so far.  Cut off date will remain at Sunday 3rd December – but will have voluntary training session at Uraidla on Sunday 3rd December from 10-1.  TS will send out a reminder email campaign via Bowlslink next week.

· Harrison Shield – Mt. Barker unavailable on 19th November, however 10th December is only a back- up day for State Fours – therefore TS will liaise with MB as to whether that date suits them.

· Champ of Champs – allocation of venues now provided to clubs – nothing on BSA website about conditions of play (ie number of ends/shots etc) therefore remain same as last season:

·  All singles 21 shots up.

· All pairs 2x2x2x2 over 15 ends.

· All triples 2x2x2 over 18 ends.

· All fours 15 ends.

9. ANY OTHER BUSINESS:

· Alex has been approached by various people complaining about Mt. Barker club not closing blinds in inclement weather, and use of lights – told by MB that they were acting on instructions from HBA – not so – to be placed in the agenda for discussion at next delegates meeting.
· Letter of resignation tendered by Mike Guerin – resigning from HBA Executive Committee, but will remain in role as HBA selector.  Position on the committee now becomes a casual vacancy, along with the role of Assistant Secretary.
