4. MINUTES OF PREVIOUS DELEGATES MEETING  19TH  AUGUST 2024.

Moved TS, seconded Lenswood, accepted.

· Composite invoice to clubs for teams @ $60 per team - with payment to be made to the HBA as directed SEVEN days prior to the first pennant match.  
· Player registration with HBA – online registration with Bowls SA (no need to submit a list to HBA) – clubs will be billed at $25 per player based on last year’s numbers plus 10 extra, with payment to be made to the HBA as directed SEVEN days prior to the first match.  Clubs to submit a player list at the end of the season, for Treasurer to reconcile actual numbers – and either reimburse, or charge shortfall for additional players.

GENERAL BUSINESS:
1. Notices of Motion from Gumeracha BC that section 6.1 of the current HBA Pennant and Match Rules be replaced with:
“Where possible a currently accredited umpire shall be appointed by the Home Club for each pennant match and their name gazetted on a notice board.  If a currently accredited umpire is not in attendance at the match the Sides Managers shall agree on a substitute to perform the duties of Umpire for the match.  The accredited umpire, or substitute, need not be a member of the home club.  A substitute umpire should preferably be an accredited measurer”.

Moved Gumeracha, seconded Mt. Barker – all in favour, passed unanimously.

2. Scorecards and scoresheets from Bowls SA to be distributed to clubs once received. John Mc will be at BSA on Tuesday and will make enquiries.
3. Final team nominations for 2024-2025 now confirmed (with some amendments made by clubs after the last delegates meeting).  
4. Draft HBA Calendar distributed – proposed commencement dates:
· Wednesday pennants 23.10.24
· Thursday pennants 24.10.24 (with Patron’s Day 17.10.24)
· Saturday pennants 26.10.24 
Considerable discussion ensued regarding the proposed pennant program – Wednesdays and Thursdays remain largely the same as last year – with Saturday pennant spread over 14/15 weeks.  A detailed email had been sent to each club two days prior to the meeting explaining the in detail why the pennant program has been designed this way.
Each club was invited to respond.

No opposition from Woodside, Meadows, Oakbank, Lenswood, or Mt. Barker.

Lobethal and Uraidla both favoured 18 rounds – but did not offer any argument against the proposed programming.

Hahndorf raised concerns re loss of revenue from the season being shorter. However it was also raised by Hahndorf delegate that last year at similar delegates meeting clubs raised concern about the season being too long, and were opposed to uneven rounds. Comment made that seemed cannot satisfy clubs regardless of what is done. 
Gumeracha raised that if Lenswood (or another club) had been forced into Division I to make 9 sides plus a bye, then the draw would have involved 18 rounds.

Neither submission appeared to have the general support of the other delegates.

The matter was put to a vote – Hahndorf, Uraidla, Gumeracha, and Lobethal opposed the proposed programming – as that represents less than half of the clubs entitled to vote – they were defeated, and progamming will proceed as recommended by the Committee.

5. Pennant draw being finalised, and will be distributed to clubs once checked by the Committee.
6. Printed programs – clubs have confirmed that contact information correct.  TS will publish on the website, and the program book will be printed on or before the October long weekend, and distributed to the clubs prior to the commencement of pennants (usually at Patron’s Day).
7. Ladies Patrons Day at Lobethal  Bowling Club Thursday 17.10.24.  Each of the nine ladies’ sides competing on Thursdays to enter one team - and HBA will invite players from Oakbank/Lenswood/Hahndorf to enter a composite side to even up the numbers.  TS will send out further particulars and draft draw shortly – Cosmopolitan format, with fours, pairs x 2, and fours.  Sit down lunch at a cost of $20.00.  TS will invite HBA Patrons Merv and Kath Miles to attend.
8. Regional ladies’ events – distributed to clubs and published on the website:
· Ladies Regional Gala Day – Tuesday 17th September 2024 at Murray Bridge – clubs have been advised to liaise directly with Helen Lindner about their participation.
· Lorna Rowley Shield – Tuesday 12th   November 2024 at Port Elliot – equivalent of men’s Nolan Walker Shield (ie Region 6 vs Region 7).
· Pitcher Shield – Sunday 24th November 2024 at Murray Bridge – equivalent of the men’s Schroeder Shield (ie HBA vs LMBA vs SMBA).
· TS will put a link online for player’s to nominate for both shield matches – and will also send a flyer to each club which can be placed on the notice board, along with a list for manual registration (subject to the club secretary entering them online).
9. Selectors:

· Men’s –Butch Mik, Mike Guerin, Scott Pittaway.

10. Champ of Champ draw will be prepared by Executive Committee – and published on the website shortly.  First HBA event 15.11.24 is President’s Cup at Oakbank.
11. Sponsorship confirmed with Warren Murdoch, awaiting response from Klose’s Foodland.
12. Pennant reporters:

13. President’s Cup – similar format to last year - full details will be published on the website in due course – scheduled for 15.11, 22.11, 29.11 and finals 6.12.  Six sides – last year they comprised triples and pairs (5 players) – but that will be re assessed based on number of entries (ie might be 4/3/2).  Once all players have nominated online – the President will select the side captains, who will then conduct a draft for their players - all matches at one venue each night – entry fee of $40 per player (provide own shirts)  – prize pool based on entry fees for first and second (subject to additional sponsorship being sourced). Entry link will be placed on the website.

14. Any other business:

· Hahndorf – given that both Wednesday and Saturday pennants now no longer than 15 weeks they suggest that amendments be made to the minimum number of games to be played to qualify for finals, and reduce the limit on transferring players at the end of the minor round.
Committee suggest rule 15.4.a be amended to 5 matches to qualify for finals, and rule 9.1 be amended to transfer of players in the last 3 minor round matches. As this appeared to have the support of all/most delegates – the Committee will draft and present a notice of motion prior to the November delegates meeting.

· Hahndorf – raised new smoking legislation.

· Lobethal – BSA have advised that they will not be charging registration fees for juniors – will the HBA be following suit ? – to be considered.

· Mt. Barker – the wheelchair player has advised that he will not be playing pennant bowls, only social bowls at Mt. Barker.

· Gumeracha raise various issues re affiliation with Bowls SA (previously addressed at some length), non-compliance with Bowls SA directions (specific penalties apply), and issue of bowling arms not requiring medical certificate (no way for HBA to regulate this).
